More new windows and improvements to Reception! The final stage of the
refurbishment of the exterior of the Cruciform Block has just begun and
includes upgrading the windows and wall panels in the road facing elevations
of the school.

NHS Devon are now screening
young people aged 51 18 years old who are at risk of developing or have
ongoing risk of exposure to TB infection.

This includes any child aged 5-18 years old who has not been vaccinated
against TB infection and:

Have a parent or grandparent born in a country with a high
incidence of TB OR

Were born or lived for more than 3 months in any country with a
high incidence of TB

® Morning service starting at Westward Ho! at 07:25am will continue on from
Barnstaple Bus Station, arriving at Pilton Community College at 08:35am. The other
services will terminate at the Barnstaple Bus Station.

® Afternoon service starting at Pilton Community College at 15:20pm arriving at
Appledore at 16:25pm via Barnstaple Bus Station. All other services will start at the
Barnstaple Bus Station.

e |f your child receives Entitlement to School Transport on the above Services you
will continue to receive bus passes by Devon County Council. If your child pays fare for
the above Services either daily, weekly or half term/full term you can still purchase these
as before.
